The Village of Telkwa will be 
partnering with the Skeena-BVLD 
Woodstove Exchange Program 
again this year.  Residents are 
encouraged to exchange old 
smoky woodstoves for low 
emission appliances including 
new CSA/EPA-certified clean 
burning woodstoves which are 
proven to burn 1/3 less wood, 
reduce emissions by up to 90% 
and significantly reduce risks of 
chimney fires. 
 
You can get a rebate of $250.00 
from AMS + $500.00 from the 
Village of Telkwa + $150.00 from 
retailers.  That’s a rebate of 
$900.00!  There are only six  
being offered in 2010.  This is on 
a 1st  come-1st  serve basis.  Get 
in on it while you can.

THE BEAR FACTS:  Hungry as a Bear-contributed by Debbie Wellwood 
 

Food Habits:  A bear’s food habits are influenced by where it lives, the opportunities available and its interactions with other 
animals, including people and other bears.  Food groups for black and grizzly bears in the Bulkley Valley include plants, 
mammals, fish and insects.  Meat and fish provide the highest quality foods - lots of calories and protein and easy to digest - 
yet the diets of most bears are largely plant-based for much or all of the period they are active.  By eating plants, they take 
advantage of a resource that is relatively abundant, predictable and easy to get.  Both species eat the leaves, stems, flowers 
or berries of a wide variety of plants.  More than black bears, grizzly bears - with long claws well suited for digging - also eat 
the underground storage organs of plants, such as roots or bulbs.  The foods bears eat change seasonally, influenced by 
the quantity and quality of foods available.  
 

Have you ever found bear scats (droppings) that were full of whole berries”  Bears are poorly equipped for digesting plants.  Herbivores (plant 
eaters), such as moose or cows have highly specialized digestive systems that break down plant material very efficiently.  Bears have a relatively 
simple digestive system, not much different than other members of the carnivore family, such as cats and dogs. 
 
Clearly, bears must be exceptionally efficient at finding, storing and conserving energy so they can survive, grow and reproduce.  Much of the 
slack is picked up in the sheer volume of food they eat.  They are also opportunistic.  If presented with a better option you can expect they will 
take it. 
 
Birdfeeders are a major attractant:  Is there something on the menu for bears in your yard?  Most conflicts between people and bears start 
when bears have easy access to our food, garbage and other attractants.  Seeds, storing the energy from which a plant will grow, are a great 
source of proteins and fats.  Birdseeds are highly attractive to bears.  Other attractants include suet and sugar water. 
 
Prevent bears from getting into your birdfeeders: 

• Store birdseeds and other attractants in a secure place so the bears cannot get at them, such as your house or an enclosed garage. 

• Build a bear-resistant feeder.  Hang your birdfeeder - according to backcountry standards for hanging food - on a cable strung between two 
trees that are approximately seven metres apart so the bottom of the feeder is at least four metres high.  If birds knock seeds onto the ground, 
hang a pan with a screen for drainage below the feeder to catch them.  Bears learn quickly.  They are also very agile and can be persistent, 
particularly if the rewards are great.  If it is physically possible for it to reach your feeder and your feeder is one of the better opportunities 
available, it probably will find a way. 

• If you cannot make your birdfeeders bear-resistant, take them down between April and October, the period when bears are active and birds 
have greater access to natural foods. 

• Consider using other methods to attract birds, such as flowering plants or birdbaths.  Watch for the upcoming Bear Facts to learn about 
ornamental shrubs and trees that attract bears.

At the second annual fireman banquet held 
November, 1957, the fire chief mentioned 
that his crew had been more of a 
construction crew, having build the pump 
house for the village water system and the 
addition to the Firehall. (present site of the 
municipal office) 
 
Also in an article from 1957 where the 
village reports “Continued Growth”, the 
following is mentioned: 

• The boundaries were extended a half 
mile to the north and to the east on the 
hill.  More room was needed for the 
increased population.  The June 
census mentioned a population of 569. 

• There was a record year in building 
permits, the most notable one was the 
forest service building and garage 
(Ranger Station) 

• A new bridge across the Bulkley River 
was finally started after a number of 
years of agitation.  It is being built 
downstream from the old 40 year old 
bridge and will be a two lane structure.  

(even today [2010] two pickups can 
squeeze by each other)  Rebuilding 
the bridge over the Telkwa River is 
stil l  a matter for further 
consideration. 

• The water tower, pump-house and 
lines are to be built. 

• A $5,000.00 grant is given toward 
further work on the air strip for light 
aircrafts by the Federal Department  
of Transport.  1240 acres of crown 
land are ceded to the Village for a 
nominal sum.  A considerable 
amount of work has been done in 
the last three years by the Telkwa 
Aviation Club.  It is hoped that this 
will lead to increased tourism and it 
can also be used for emergencies.
