TELKWA BOARD OF VARIANCE 

The Village of Telkwa is seeking interested candidates to sit on a 
Board of Variance (BOV).  The Telkwa BOV will be made up of 3 
people appointed by Council for a term of 3 years.  The BOV is an 
avenue for providing minor variances to the interpretation and the 
strict application of the zoning bylaw.  It is confined to considering 
variances that will not impact adversely upon a policy decision or 
change the intent of a bylaw adopted by a municipal council.  It 
functions separately from the local government that established it 
and has its own authority under the Local Government Act.  
Traditionally it is a very limited amount of meetings per year but will 
be expected to meet on demand within reason.  If you are 
interested please contact the village office for more information or 
stop by to pick up an information package.

The Gates of Rome by Conn 
Iggulden- the first in a trilogy of 
the life of Julius Caesar.

THE BEAR FACTS:  Bear Innovation - contributed by Debbie Wellwood 

 
Accounts of incredible feats by bears are common, particularly where food is the central theme.  In a recent 
example, researcher Stewart Breck and others reported that black bears in Yosemite National Park preferentially 
broke into minivans over other types of vehicles.  Their theory - bears were targeting vehicles with greater likelihood 
of payoff in an effort to maximize calories and minimize costs.  To restore and preserve the black bear population in 
this park, tolerance for this type of behaviour and the resulting property damage to a wide diversity of vehicles has 
been set to a relatively high level.  On the people side of the equation, park management and biologists commit 
considerable energy to eliminate access to human foods through education and enforcement.  When these strategies fall short, they 
also apply considerable effort to teaching bears to avoid people through aggressive conditioning, referred to as nonlethal bear 
management.  Despite the risk of getting caught, a few bears adapted by learning unconventional means of getting to high-value 
sources of food.  Over time, they undoubtedly got smarter about not getting caught.  It is also likely bears that went to these 
extremes either learned directly - opportunistically finding food that was easy to get - or indirectly by watching their mother or other 
bears that had learned these behaviours.  The take home message: it can be extremely challenging, time consuming and expensive 
- sometimes impossible - to deter escalating food-conditioned behaviours.  Most conflicts with bears are avoidable.  Ultimately, the 
level of success in reducing conflicts will depend on the collective actions of people to, as much as possible, prevent them before 
they start. 
 
Prevention Saves Bears: Don’t teach bears that they can find an easy meal in your yard.  Most bears will be quite wary in their early 
attempts to get food from people.  However, when bad behaviour is reinforced with rewards, bears can become increasingly difficult 
to discourage. Store garbage and other attractants including pet food, birdseed and livestock feed in a secure area such as your 
basement or an enclosed garage, 
 
If you have bears that use your yard, clear brush from around your home to reduce security cover that they can hide in.  This can 
help to increase your ability to see bears and to discourage at least more wary bears from using areas where they are not wanted, 
locate compost boxes and vegetable gardens in open areas away from brush and trails used by wildlife, and watch for the next Bear 
Facts to find information on how to make your compost less attractive to bears. 
 
Recent Bear Reports: A black bear with a cub was reported getting into garbage at Telkwa Elementary School.  On June 2, 
Conservation Officers destroyed the mother and the cub was taken to a rehabilitation facility.  Reports of bears getting food from 
people in this general area, and other areas of Telkwa, are relatively common.     
 
Your actions can create a safer community for people and bears.

With the warmer weather here, there 
will be more people out and about 
on the trails, streets and paths.  
Please ensure that your dog is on a 
leash at all times.

Summer Exercise Tips 
 

• Allow for Acclimation.  Cut back on the time and intensity of your workout until 
you have acclimated to the high temperature. 

• Exercise in the morning or evening.  Avoid exercise from 10 - 3 when 
temperatures are at their highest 

• Dress for the heat.  Minimal, loose fitting clothing in light colours is the best.  
Avoid 100% cotton.  A wicking material is best. 

• Drink up.  Make sure to drink plenty of water before, during & after exercise.  

Minimize soda & coffee. 
• Know when to stop. Symptoms of heat exhaustion include fatigue, 

dizziness, nausea, or vomiting, headache, rapid heart beat, confusion or 
complete loss of consciousness.  Stop activity immediately if you 
experience any of these symptoms.
